1. Word limit: 250 words (Excluding Title, Authors, and Affiliations) 

 

2. Font: Times New Roman ( 12 size, Title in Bold) 

 

3. Author's Name: Full Names, Name of the presenting author should be underlined. 

 

4. Affiliations: Complete Address of the institute. 

 

5. Email: Email is of the presenting author. 

 

Abstract structure: 

All abstracts should be structured as follows: 

 

1. Background: should very briefly indicate the purpose and objective of the research. 

 

2. Methods: should include clear, concise descriptions of experiments performed, in-

cluding the controls used for the study and methods of analysis used. 

 

3. Results: should present the experimental data. 

 

4. Conclusions: should summarise the study based on the results, with future implica-

tions, if any.

About Bengaluru 

Bengaluru, one of the most beautiful cities of south India will be in spring and 

at its zenith of beauty to welcome you in April. 

Bengaluru, the erstwhile Bangalore, is the capital of the Indian State of Karna-

taka. It is well connected by International and National Flights and Rail services. 

The Airport is about 45 Km away from NIMHANS. Luxury buses and taxis (Uber, 

Ola, MERU, KSTDC) ply regularly with stop at NIMHANS. Bengaluru is nick-

named the Garden City and was once called a Pensioner's Paradise. Located on 

the Deccan Plateau in the south-eastern part of Karnataka. There are a number 

of expats from across the world living in the city, thanks to the growing presence 

of Multi-National Companies. 

¶ Today as a large city and growing metropolis, Bengaluru is home to many of 

the most well-recognized Colleges and research institutions in India. Numer-

ous public sector heavy industries, software companies, aerospace, telecom-

munications, and defence organizations are located in the city. Bengaluru is 

known as the Silicon Valley of India because of its position as the nation's 

leading IT exporter. A demographically diverse city, Bengaluru is a major eco-

nomic and cultural hub and the fastest growing major metropolis in Asia. 

¶ Bengaluru is a city with a glorious past and a captivating present. The amazing 

past of the city is well-preserved in its various musea. These musea not only 

display a treasure trove of information and artifacts from the city’s past, but 

they also offer a glimpse of the culture and tradition that existed. 

 

CLIMATE 

¶ Situated at a height of 949 meters (3113 ft.) above the sea level, Bengaluru is 

blessed with salubrious climate throughout the year. Till the beginning of 

nineties, most of the homes in Bengaluru didn't need fans. In summer while 

the rest of India wilted in the heat, Bangaloreans would snuggle under warm 

blankets at night. The city has dry tropical savannah type of climate. The 

rains are very frequent and the summers are warm. Winters are cold. But no 

weather goes to its extreme. One can visit the city any time of the year and 

enjoy the pleasant climate. 

¶ Today, in summer the maximum temperature can rise to 38°C while the mini-

mum temperature can drop to 20°C. In winter the maximum temperature 

can rise to 27°C and fall to less than 15°C. In spite of the maximum weather 

of 38°C, Bangalore is considered to be one of the coolest cities of India. 



¶ The monsoons begins in July and carries on till September. This is a lovely 

time when everything turns lush green. Bengaluru has a pleasant climate 

with trees lined up along both sides of most of the roads. The numerous gar-

dens and parks, streets lined with trees are very soothing in what would have 

been a jungle of concrete. 

As per Census 2011 Bengaluru is a metro city. In India, the Census Commis-

sion defines a Metropolitan City as one possessing a population of more than 40 

lakh (4 million). Apart from Delhi, Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai the new ones add-

ed are Pune, Bengaluru, Ahmedabad and Hyderabad. 

 Tourist attractions in Bengaluru: 

¶ Cubbon Park lies at the heart of the city of Bengaluru. The park is one of the major at-

tractions in the city. Cubbon Park stretches over a larger area which encompasses 

many government buildings, heritage centers and historical monuments. 

¶ Lalbagh is a popular botanical garden situated in Bengaluru. This garden is a home to a 

variety of flora and fauna. There are many different kinds of bird species found here 

like Myna, Common Egret, Parakeets, and Pond Heron etc. Lalbagh Botanical Garden 

also has a glass house, an aquarium and a lake. 

¶ Libraries in Bengaluru have always enticed readers with their inspiring collection of   

books, periodicals, novels, journals, and various other reading materials. Even in to-

day’s era of e-books and online shopping, the libraries in Bangalore continue to retain 

their charm and attract scores of readers to explore their formidable literary treasures.
